We generally never use agugatYoucan poke
small holes in the covering ttl@w trapped air to escapA. xacb knife works best for thidt
Proceed carefullyrad slowly.

3. After shrinking tle covering of your model remove the covering from these locatgimg
tube,stab tubeanti rotation pins and serwaire access locations. Removeetcovering with
axacto knife and then use a soldering iron for final finish.
